Dorothy Kohl Future Star Achievement Award
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Grant Overview

The Dorothy Kohl Future Star Achievement Award will be awarded to USTA/Midwest junior female players who are competing as (1) amateurs in Girls’ 14, 16 and/or 18 age divisions at the National level, (2) the ITF level, and/or (3) the professional level.  Players must also demonstrate recent progression in ranking or standing positions.  

Awards up to $10,000 may be made to one or more players each year.  

Eligibility for the Dorothy Kohl Future Star Achievement Award is generally limited to those USTA/Midwest junior female players who have attained a National Ranking in the top 10 in the prior year or who have a current National Standing in the top 10.  In those instances where a player is predominantly playing ITF or professional events, the Midwest Youth Tennis & Education Foundation (MYTEF) Grant and Scholarship Review Committee may consider this player if in the committee’s judgment the player would have been Nationally Ranked in the top 10 or would have a current National Standing in the top 10 had she played a sufficient number of events to achieve a top 10 ranking or current standing.

In the event there is no applicant who meets the criteria stated above, the MYTEF Grant and Scholarship Review Committee may consider Nationally Ranked players who are ranked in the top 20 or have a current National Standing in the top 20. 

Funding will be awarded to pay for tournament and player development expenses that include airfare, lodging, entry fees, meals, and coaching.   

To be considered for the Dorothy Kohl Future Star Achievement Award, players may not have any suspension points or other penalties imposed by any Tournament Committee or other administrative body.

USTA/Midwest junior female players shall submit a grant application that includes a budget stating the exact use that will be made of the funds awarded, shall submit recommendation letters from a teacher and a coach, and shall provide a signed release that authorizes the use of the recipient’s name, image, tournament results, and player quotes/comments for the sole purpose of promoting the MYTEF educational and philantrophic entity of USTA/Midwest.
Dorothy Watman Levine Kohl Biography
Dorothy Watman Levine Kohl was one of the top United States female tennis players in the 1950s. Kohl won the National Indoor singles and doubles titles in 1954 and 1957. In 1954, she also played Wimbledon and the French Open.

Kohl was ranked as high as No. 11 in the USTA (formerly United States Lawn Tennis Association) in women’s singles in 1953. Kohl was also ranked No. 1 in the Chicago District Tennis Association women’s singles division for several years in the 1950s.

Kohl was 12 years old the first time she was introduced to the sport of tennis. She started taking tennis lessons and began playing local tournaments, and soon started a great career.

As a junior, Kohl won the USTA/Midwest Section (formerly Western Tennis Association) junior singles championship in 1947 and 1948. She was ranked No. 1 in the United States Lawn Tennis Association in Girls’ 18 singles in 1946, No. 1 in the Chicago District Tennis Association in Girls’ 18 singles in 1946, and No. 1 in the USTA/Midwest Section (formerly Western Tennis Association) in Girls’ 18 singles in 1947.

Off the tennis court, Kohl is an avid art collector and charity supporter. She has served as chair and co-chair of various charity fundraisers.

Dorothy Kohl Future Star Achievement Award Guidelines
Established in 1992, the Midwest Youth Tennis & Education Foundation Inc. (MYTEF) is dedicated to supporting youth tennis programs, activities, and individuals throughout the USTA/Midwest Section.  As the charitable and philanthropic entity of the USTA/Midwest Section, its mission is: “To develop the life skills of youth through tennis and education.”
The MYTEF accepts applications for grants that fall within the scope of its mission.  Applications are evaluated by the MYTEF Grant and Scholarship Review Committee.  Individuals funded by MYTEF must reside within the USTA/Midwest Section that includes Illinois, Indiana, Michigan, Ohio, and Wisconsin, as well as designated counties in Kentucky and West Virginia.

Funding:

· All factual information requested on the application must be correctly stated.  In addition to the specific factual information requested on the application, the quality of written responses to questions will be considered.  Applications, including supporting documentation, must be postmarked by the following dates:  April 1 or July 1.  Incomplete or untimely applications will be returned to the applicant.
· Guidelines will be followed unless exceptional circumstances warrant additional consideration.
· Applications will be limited to one grant per year unless exceptional circumstances warrant additional consideration. 
· A current USTA Membership is required for receipt of a grant.

· If applicant is not a US citizen, documentation of alien status must be submitted with the application.
· Grants will be awarded after approval by the MYTEF Board of Directors.  
· Grant application forms are available on the MYTEF website at www.midwesttennisfoundation.com.
· It is the sole responsibility of the applicant to contact their State High School Athletic Associations and/or NCAA to determine whether or not the receipt of a grant from MYTEF will adversely affect their eligibility to compete on any high school team or as an individual in a high school event or on a college/university team.  Different associations have different rules, and it’s incumbent that the applicant verify his/her state rules. 
If a MYTEF Grant is Awarded:

· After approval by the MYTEF Board of Directors, the MYTEF office will contact the recipient, and inform them that if they are playing middle school or high school tennis, that they must contact their State High School Athletic Association regarding the paramaters of the grant.

· One-half of the approved grant will be forwarded once the recipient has confirmed with MYTEF in writing that receipt of a grant will not adversely affect their eligibility to compete on any high school team or as an individual in a high school event or on a college/university team.

· The balance of the grant will be sent when the MYTEF receives a report, vouchers, and/or receipts for at least the first half of the grant amount by a specified date provided to the recipients upon notification of approval of funding.

· Individual grant recipients shall provide a final report by a specified date showing how the grant helped achieve the recipient’s goals.

Dorothy Kohl Future Star Achievement Award Grant Guidelines

Following the MYTEF Grant and Scholarship Review Committee’s identification of applicants meeting the criteria established above, the committee will consider the factors listed below in determining the award recipient(s):
     Player has finished in at least the Quarterfinals in USTA/Midwest Sectional Championships and Designated Events (if competing). 
     Player has represented the USTA/Midwest Section in USTA Zone Team Championships, USTA Intersectional Team Championships and/or USTA National Team Championships (if competing). 
     Player has participated in USTA National Scheduled Events, including USTA National Clay Court Championships and USTA National Hard Court Championships (if qualified). 
     Player has participated in ITF or WTA main draw or qualifying events (if eligible).
     Player must be eligible to compete in Girls’ 14, 16, and/or 18 age divisions.
     Player has current Sectional Standing of 10 or better and/or;
     Player has current National Standing of 20 or better and/or;
     Player has current ITF or WTA Ranking (if eligible).
